Vale conclui a formacao de joint-venture na Alianga Energia

Rio de Janeiro, 18 de setembro de 2025 — Em continuidade ao Fato Relevante divulgado ao mercado em 31de
marco de 20257, a Vale S.A. (“Vale” ou a “Companhia”) anuncia que concluiu, em conjunto com a Global
Infrastructure Partners (“GIP"), a formagao de uma joint venture na Alianga Geracdo de Energia S.A. (“Alianca
Energia”), ap6s o cumprimento de todas as condi¢bes precedentes, incluindo a anuéncia e/ou a aprovagao de
orgaos regulatérios.

Pela transagdo, a Vale recebeu US$ 1 bilhdo? em caixa e passou a deter uma participagdo de 30% na joint
venture, enquanto a GIP detém os 70% remanescentes.

A Alianca Energia passa a consolidar, integralmente, o parque solar Sol do Cerrado e a Usina Hidrelétrica
Risoleta Neves, ambos em Minas Gerais, além de outras seis usinas hidrelétricas no mesmo estado e trés
parques edlicos nos estados do Rio Grande do Norte e do Ceara. A transagao garante volume estratégico de
energia para a Vale a custos competitivos, com precos definidos em délares americanos sem ajuste de inflagao,
além de apoiar a manutengdo da matriz energética da Companhia, 100% baseada em fontes renovaveis no
Brasil.

Vale completes establishment of joint venture in Alianca Energia

Rio de Janeiro, September 18%, 2025 - Following the Press Release disclosed to the market on March 31, 2025°,
Vale S.A. (“Vale” or the “Company”) informs the completion of the joint venture with Global Infrastructure
Partners (“GIP”) in Alianga Geracao de Energia S.A. (“Alianca Energia”), after all precedent conditions were met,
including the consent and/or approval of regulatory authorities.

Through the transaction, Vale received approximately US$ 1 billion? in cash and now holds a 30% stake in the
joint venture, while GIP now holds the remaining 70%.

Alianca Energia will now fully consolidate the Sol do Cerrado solar complex and the Risoleta Neves
Hydroelectric, both located in Minas Gerais, as well as six other hydropower plants in the state and three wind
farms in Rio Grande do Norte and Ceara. This transaction guarantees Vale strategic energy volume at
competitive costs, with prices set in US dollars without inflation adjustment, and it also supports maintaining
the Company's energy matrix, which is 100% based on renewable sources in Brazil.
