Destaques

A Receita Operacional Liquida (ROL) foi de R$ 9.468,3 milhdes no 1726, 6,1% inferior ao 1T25 e 7,6%
inferior ao 4T25;

= O EBITDA® atingiu R$ 2.102,8 milhdes, 3,2% inferior ao 1T25 e 8,3% inferior ao 4T25, enquanto a
§§§ margem EBITDA de 22,2% foi 0,6 ponto percentual maior do que no 1T25 e 0,2 ponto percentual menor
do que o trimestre anterior;

W O Retorno Sobre o Capital Investido (ROIC®) atingiu 33,1% no 1T26, reducéo de 0,1 ponto percentual
em relacdo ao 1T25 e aumento de 0,6 ponto percentual em relagdo ao 4T25.

Mensagem da Administragéo

Neste trimestre continuamos com os principais indicadores de desempenho financeiro, como o retorno sobre o
capital investido e as margens operacionais, em niveis elevados. Fruto da nossa estratégia de longo prazo de
diversificacdo de negdcios e regides, do melhor mix de produtos vendidos e da boa gestao do capital de giro. As
operacdes no exterior contribuiram de forma importante para a receita, mesmo em um ambiente marcado por
incertezas geopoliticas e volatilidade do comércio internacional. Apesar disso, observamos reducdo da receita
consolidada, em movimento ja antecipado de menor demanda por projetos de geragdo solar no Brasil, além da
valorizagdo do real no periodo, que impactou a receita do mercado externo.

No Brasil, a reducdo do nivel de entregas no negécio de geracdo solar centralizada, devido a auséncia de novos
projetos, juntamente com um ambiente econémico menos atrativo para novos investimentos industriais de curto
prazo, contribuiram para a queda da receita. Apesar deste movimento no trimestre, continuamos com uma Vvisdo
positiva para a continuidade dos negdcios, com um bom nivel de entrada de pedidos e carteira, especialmente para
negocios de ciclo longo na area de Geracéo, Transmisséo e Distribuicdo de Energia (GTD).

No mercado externo, mesmo com o desempenho da receita em reais impactado pela variagdo cambial, a atividade
industrial continuou positiva nos principais mercados de atuagéo, principalmente nos equipamentos para segmentos
como Oleo & gés e sistemas de ventilagdo e refrigeracdo. Seguimos com bom resultado na &rea de Geracéo,
Transmisséo e Distribuicdo de Energia (GTD), com continuidade do volume de entregas na area de transmisséo &
distribuicao (T&D) na América do Norte, aliada a boa demanda dos negécios de geracao.

Continuamos confiantes em nosso modelo de negécio, apesar do cenério geopolitico atual de incertezas. Seguimos
com nossa forte expanséo industrial, com investimentos importantes em aumento da capacidade produtiva que,
aliados & constante busca por eficiéncia operacional, sdo fundamentais para a entrega de margens operacionais
sélidas e de retorno sobre o capital investido superior & média da industria.

As informagcdes financeiras e operacionais neste documento, exceto quando indicado de outra forma, séo apresentadas em bases consolidadas, em milhares de reais (R$ mil), de acordo com
as praticas contabeis adotadas no Brasil, incluindo a Legislagéo Societéria e a convergéncia as normas internacionais do IFRS. As taxas de crescimento e demais comparagdes séo, exceto
quando indicado de outra forma, feitas em relagdo ao mesmo periodo do ano anterior. Os dados de Lucro por Agdo séo ajustados para eventos de desdobramento ou bonificagéo.
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Receita Operacional Liquida

A receita operacional liquida apresentou reducgédo de 6,1% em relagdo ao 1T25, com queda de 19,5% no mercado
interno e crescimento de 4,5% no mercado externo. Ajustada pelos efeitos da consolidagéo dos negécios adquiridos,
Reivax, Heresite, Tupinamba Energia e Sanelec, a receita consolidada seria 6,3% inferior ao 1T25.

A evolucdo da propor¢éo da receita entre os mercados é apresentada na Figura 1.

A receita operacional liquida do mercado externo, medida em ddélares norte-americanos (US$) pelas cotacdes
trimestrais médias, apresentou crescimento de 16,1% em relacdo ao 1T25 e queda de 4,8% em relacéo ao 4T25. A
distribuicdo da receita liquida por mercado geografico é apresentada na Tabela 2.

A receita do mercado externo em reais foi negativamente impactada pela variacado do ddlar norte-americano médio,
gue passou de R$ 5,85 no 1T25 para R$ 5,26 no 1T26, uma desvalorizacdo de 10,1% em relacéo ao real.

Deve-se considerar que os precos de venda praticados nos diferentes mercados séo estabelecidos nas diferentes
moedas locais, de acordo com as condi¢fes competitivas regionais. Nas moedas locais, ponderada pelo peso de
cada mercado e ajustada pelos efeitos da consolidacdo dos negocios adquiridos, a receita liquida do mercado
externo apresentou crescimento de 11,2%® em relagdo ao 1T25.

Participacdo na ROL

A atividade industrial apresentou reducdo na demanda de
equipamentos de ciclo curto, como motores elétricos de baixa tensao e
equipamentos seriados de automagao, motivada por um menor volume
de negocios em diferentes segmentos de atuacao.

O bom volume de entregas de equipamentos de ciclo longo contribuiu
positivamente no trimestre, especialmente de motores de alta tensao,
reflexo da carteira de pedidos construida nos ultimos trimestres.

Mercado Externo

Bom desempenho para equipamentos de ciclo curto, como motores
elétricos de baixa tensdo, apesar do impacto negativo da
desvalorizagdo do doélar norte-americano no periodo. A demanda
mostrou-se positiva em diversas areas de atuacéo, especialmente nos
segmentos de Oleo & gas e de sistemas de ventilacdo e refrigeragédo
para data centers.

As entregas de equipamentos de ciclo longo, como motores elétricos de
alta tensdo, se mantiveram consistentes, além de uma melhora na
entrada de pedidos, contribuindo para a construgdo de uma carteira de
pedidos saudavel para os préximos trimestres.

A receita foi impactada pela auséncia de entregas nos negdcios de
geracao solar centralizada (GC). E importante destacar que o 1T25 foi
o trimestre com o maior nivel de receita no negécio de geragédo solar na
histéria da Companhia.

O negécio de T&D contribuiu positivamente, impulsionado pelas
entregas de transformadores de grande porte e subestacbes para
projetos ligados aos leildes de transmisséo e redes de distribuicéo.
Apesar do trimestre desafiador para o crescimento, os investimentos
em infraestrutura elétrica no Brasil continuam aquecidos. A Companhia
vem construindo uma carteira de pedidos robusta para os préximos
anos, com destaque para transformadores e compensadores sincronos,
fundamentais para aumentar a confiabilidade do sistema elétrico.

Os custos dos produtos vendidos foram impactados negativamente pelo aumento dos custos de algumas matérias-
primas, em especial o cobre, pelo aumento das tarifas de importa¢éo nos EUA e a volatilidade do cAmbio no curto
prazo. Além destes efeitos, a queda de receita provoca menor diluicdo dos custos, especialmente das despesas
com pessoal, 0 que impactou a margem bruta neste trimestre. Apesar dessa dindmica menos favoravel no periodo,
os esfor¢os para melhorar a eficiéncia operacional e conseguir ganhos de produtividade nas operac¢des continuam
a ser fator decisivo para a manutenc¢do da competividade da Companhia.

Despesas de Vendas, Gerais e Administrativas

As despesas de Vendas, Gerais e Administrativas (VG&A) consolidadas totalizaram R$ 1.189,0 milhdes no 1T26,
uma reducao de 1,5% sobre 0 1T25 e de 5,1% sobre o0 4T25. Quando analisadas em relacéo a receita operacional
liquida, elas representaram 12,6%, 0,6 ponto percentual maior em relacao ao 1T25 e 0,4 ponto percentual acima do

valor apresentado no 4T25.
EBITDA e Margem EBITDA

A composicdo do calculo do EBITDA, conforme Resolucdo CVM 156/2022, e a margem EBITDA séo apresentadas
na Tabela 4. A margem EBITDA apresentou evolu¢do quando comparada com o mesmo periodo do ano anterior,
motivada por um melhor mix de produtos vendidos e por ajustes na linha de outras despesas operacionais, em
especial a reversdo da provisédo de participac@o dos resultados do exercicio anterior.

O lucro liquido no 1T26 foi de R$ 1.457,2 milhdes, uma reducao de 5,7% em relagdo ao 1T25 e redugdo de 8,2%
em relacdo ao 4T25. A margem liquida atingiu 15,4%, 0,1 ponto percentual superior ao 1T25 e 0,1 ponto percentual
inferior ao 4T25.

Fluxo de Caixa

As atividades operacionais apresentaram geracao de caixa de R$ 1.262,4 milhdes até marco de 2026, resultado da
continuidade das boas margens operacionais, acima da média histérica, e a melhoria dos indicadores de capital de
giro operacional no periodo.

Nas atividades de investimentos, que incluem as movimentacdes dos ativos imobilizado e intangivel, aquisi¢coes de
empresas e aplicacdes financeiras, houve um consumo de caixa de R$ 644,7 milhdes. O investimento (CAPEX®)
em modernizagdo e expansao da capacidade produtiva teve continuidade através de aplicacdes de recursos nas
fabricas do Brasil, México e Estados Unidos.

Nas atividades de financiamento foram captados R$ 758,7 milhfes e realizadas amortizagbes de R$ 1.114,4
milhdes, resultando em uma amortizacéo liquida de R$ 355,7 milhdes. O resultado foi 0 consumo de caixa de R$
357,1 milh&es nas atividades de financiamento no periodo.

Adicionalmente, existem R$ 1.061,5 milhdes em aplicacdes financeiras sem liquidez imediata, incluindo
instrumentos financeiros derivativos (R$ 1.022,8 milhdes em dezembro de 2025).

Retorno sobre o Capital Investido (ROIC)

O ROIC do 1T26, acumulado nos ultimos 12 meses, atingiu 33,1%, uma reducéo de 0,1 ponto percentual em relacdo
ao 1T25 e aumento de 0,6 ponto percentual em relagdo ao 4T725. O ROIC permaneceu saudavel, com crescimento
do Lucro Operacional apds os Impostos (NOPAT®)) ao longo dos ultimos 12 meses, apesar do aumento do capital
empregado, motivado pelo maior nivel de investimentos em ativos fixos e intangiveis .
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Investimentos (CAPEX)

No 1T26 foram investidos R$ 622,2 milhdes em modernizacdo e expansao de capacidade produtiva, maquinas e
equipamentos e licengas de uso de softwares, sendo 50,6% destinados as unidades produtivas no Brasil e 49,4%
destinados aos parques industriais e demais instalagdes no exterior.

No Brasil, destaque para os investimentos em moderniza¢éo e ampliacdo da capacidade de T&D, além do aumento
da capacidade de producéo de motores elétricos em Jaragua do Sul. No exterior, houve 0 avango nos investimentos
nas fabricas de transformadores no México, Coldmbia e Estados Unidos, além dos investimentos em expanséo da
capacidade produtiva na China.

Os dispéndios nas atividades de pesquisa, desenvolvimento e inovacdo totalizaram R$ 366,6 milhdes,
representando 3,9% da receita operacional liqguida acumulada em 2026.

Disponibilidades e Endividamento

As disponibilidades, aplicag8es financeiras e instrumentos financeiros derivativos, aplicados em bancos de primeira
linha e majoritariamente em moeda nacional, sdo apresentadas na Tabela 5. Da mesma forma, € apresentada a
divida financeira bruta total, com o detalhamento entre curto e longo prazo, em reais e outras moedas, resultando
no caixa liquido da Companhia ao final do trimestre.

Em reunido no dia 17 de marco, o Conselho de Administragdo deliberou crédito de juros sobre capital préprio (JCP),
no valor total de R$ 420,1 milhdes antes da retencdo de imposto de renda na fonte, com pagamento previsto para
10 de marco de 2027.

Em dezembro de 2025, foi realizada a antecipacéo do pagamento de JCP e dos Dividendos referente ao exercicio
de 2025, além da aprovacéo de dividendos calculados sobre o saldo das Reservas de Lucros, a serem pagos em
trés parcelas anuais, em agosto de 2026, 2027 e 2028. A Companhia segue com sua pratica de declarar juros sobre
capital préprio trimestralmente e dividendos intermediarios e complementares, ajustada para estes eventos,
buscando manter o nivel de pay-out® dentro das médias histéricas.

Solid margins and return on invested capital with growth in the external market even in
a lower revenue period in Brazil

Highlights
Net Operating Revenue (NOR) was R$ 9,468.3 million in 1Q26, 6.1% lower than 1Q25 and 7.6% lower
than 4Q25.

Ssal  EBITDA® reached R$ 2,102.8 million, 3.2% lower than 1Q25 and 8.3% lower than 4Q25, while
EBITDA margin was 22.2%, 60 bps higher than 1Q25 and 20 bps lower than the previous quarter.

W Return on Invested Capital (ROIC) reached 33.1% in 1Q26, down 10 bps from 1Q25 and up 60 bps
from 4Q25.

Message from Management

This quarter, we continued to see key financial performance indicators at high levels, such as return on invested
capital and operating margins. This is a result of our long-term business and geographical diversification strategy, a
better product mix, and good working capital management. External market revenue contributed significantly, even
amid geopolitical uncertainties and volatility in international trade. Nonetheless, we observed a decrease in
consolidated revenue, driven by anticipated lower demand for solar generation projects in Brazil, along with the
appreciation of the Brazilian real during the period, which impacted revenue from the external market.

In Brazil, the reduction in delivery levels for the centralized solar generation business, due to the absence of new
projects, along with a less attractive economic environment for new short-term industrial investments, contributed to
the decline in revenue. Despite this movement in the quarter, we maintain a positive view of business continuity, with
a good level of order intake and backlog, especially for long-cycle businesses in the Power Generation, Transmission
and Distribution (GTD) area.

In the external market, even with revenue performance in reais impacted by exchange rate fluctuations, industrial
activity remained positive in the main markets where we operate, mainly in equipment for segments such as oil &
gas, as well as ventilation and cooling systems. We continued to deliver good results in the Power Generation,
Transmission and Distribution (GTD) area, with sustained volume in the transmission & distribution (T&D) business
in North America, coupled with strong demand from the generation business.

We remain confident in our business model despite the current geopolitical uncertainty. We continue our strong
industrial expansion, with relevant investments to increase production capacity, which, combined with the constant
pursuit of operational efficiency, are fundamental to delivering solid operating margins and a return on invested capital
above the industry average.

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Net Operating Revenue

Net operating revenue decreased 6.1% compared to 1Q25, down 19.5% in the domestic market and up 4.5% in the
external market. Adjusted for the consolidation effects from the acquired Reivax, Heresite, Tupinamba Energia and
Sanelec, the revenue for the quarter would have decreased 6.3% over 1Q25.

Net operating revenue from the external market, measured in the quarterly averaged US dollars (US$), increased by
16.1% compared to 1Q25 and decreased by 4.8% compared to 4Q25. The distribution of net revenue by geographic
market is shown in Table 2.

Net operating revenue from the external market was negatively impacted by the average US dollar exchange rate
that moved from R$ 5.85 in 1Q25 to R$ 5.26 in 1Q26, a 10.1% appreciation over the Brazilian real.

It is important to consider that we set our sales prices in different markets in local currency and according to their
competitive conditions. Measured in local currencies, weighted by revenues in each market and adjusted for the
consolidation effects of acquired businesses, net operating revenue from the external market increased by 11.2%
compared to 1Q25.

Industrial activity showed a reduction in demand for short-cycle goods,
such as low-voltage electric motors and serial automation products,
driven by a lower business volume in different sectors.

The strong delivery volume of long-cycle goods contributed positively to
the quarter, especially high-voltage motors, reflecting the order backlog
built up in recent quarters.

External Market

Domestic Market

Revenue was impacted by the lack of deliveries in the centralized solar
generation (GC) business. It is important to highlight that 1Q 2025 was
the quarter with the highest revenue in the Company's solar generation
business history.

The T&D business contributed positively, driven by deliveries of large
transformers and substations for projects related to transmission and
distribution network auctions.

Despite a challenging quarter for growth, investments in electrical
infrastructure in Brazil remain strong. The Company has been building a
robust order backlog for the coming years, particularly for transformers
and synchronous condensers, which are fundamental to increasing the
reliability of the electrical system.

External Market

The performance of the T&D business continued to be positive, driven
mainly by transformer deliveries related to improving the electrical grid
infrastructure in the US, coupled with good demand in important markets
such as Colombia.

The cost of goods sold was negatively impacted by higher costs for some raw materials, especially copper, by higher
US import tariffs, and by short-term exchange rate volatility. In addition to these effects, the revenue decrease led to
lower cost dilution, particularly labor expenses, which affected the gross margin this quarter. Despite this less
favorable dynamic during the period, efforts to improve operational efficiency and achieve productivity gains continue
to be a decisive factor in maintaining the Company's competitiveness.

Sales, General, and Administrative Expenses

Consolidated Sales, General and Administrative (SG&A) expenses totaled R$ 1,189.0 million in 1Q26, a decrease
of 1.5 % vs. 1Q25 and an 5.1% vs. 4Q25. When analyzed relative to net operating revenue, they represented 12.6%,
up 60 basis points from 1Q25 and 40 basis points from 4Q25.

EBITDA and EBITDA Margin

The composition of the EBITDA calculation, according to Instruction CVM 156/2022, and the EBITDA margin are
shown in Table 4. The EBITDA margin improved compared to the same period of the previous year, mainly due to
the current product mix and adjustments to the other operating expenses line, particularly the reversal of the provision
for profit sharing from the previous fiscal year.

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Net Income

Net Income in 1Q26 was R$ 1,457.2 million, a decrease of 5.7% compared to 1Q25 and a decrease of 8.2%
compared to 4Q25. The net margin reached 15.4%, 10 basis points up from 1Q25 and 10 basis points down from
4Q25.

Cash Flow

Cash generation from operating activities was R$ 1,262.4 million up to March 2026, driven by continued strong
operational margins above the historical average and improvements in operational working capital performance
indicators during the period.

In investment activities, which include changes in fixed and intangible assets, companies’ acquisitions, and financial
investments, we spent R$ 644.7 million. The level of CAPEX® for modernization and expansion of production
capacity continued through investments in factories in Brazil, Mexico and the United States.

In financing activities, the Company raised R$ 758.7 million and made amortizations of R$ 1,114.4 million, resulting
in a net amortization of R$ 355.7 million. The result was a consumption of R$ 357.1 million in financing activities in
the period.

Note that the chart in Figure 3 shows the cash and cash equivalents positions classified as current assets.
Furthermore, the Company has R$ 1,061.5 million in financial investments with no immediate liquidity, including
derivative financial instruments (R$ 1,022.8 million in December 2025).

Return on Invested Capital

The ROIC for 1Q26, accumulated over the last 12 months, reached 33.1%, a decrease of 10 basis points from 1Q25
and an increase of 60 basis points from 4Q25. ROIC remained healthy, with growth in Net Operating Income After
Tax (NOPAT) over the last 12 months, despite an increase in capital employed, driven by higher investments in fixed
and intangible assets.
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Investments (CAPEX)

In 1Q26, we invested R$ 622.2 million in the modernization and expansion of production capacity, machinery and
equipment and software licenses, 50.6% of which went to production units in Brazil and 49.4% to industrial plants
and other facilities abroad.

In Brazil, highlights include investments to modernize and expand T&D capacity, as well as to increase the production
capacity of industrial motors in Jaragua do Sul. Outside Brazil, there was increased investment in transformer
factories in Mexico, Colombia, and the United States, as well as investments in expanding production capacity in
China.

Expenditures on research, development and innovation activities totaled R$ 366.6 million, representing 3.9% of
accumulated net operating revenue in 2026.

Debt and Cash Position

Cash, cash equivalents, invested in first-tier banks and denominated in Brazilian currency, and financial investments
and derivatives are presented in Table 5. Likewise, the Company demonstrates the total gross financial debt, with
details between short and long-term, in Brazilian reais and other currencies, resulting in the Company’s net cash at
the end of the quarter.

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Dividends and Interest on Stockholders’ Equity

At a meeting held on March 17, the Board of Directors decided to declare interest on equity in the total amount of R$
420.1 million before withholding income tax, with payment expected on March 10, 2027.

In December 2025, the payment of interest on equity and dividends for the 2025 fiscal year was anticipated, along
with the approval of dividends calculated on the balance of Profit Reserves, to be paid in three annual installments
in August 2026, 2027 and 2028. The Company continues its practice of declaring interest on equity quarterly and
interim and supplementary dividends, adjusted for these events, seeking to maintain the pay-out level within historical
averages.
